elected for ome (1) year, such terms to be determined by lot;

Any active member of the Corporation whose annual dues are
paid up for the year preceding the annual election and the
spouse of such member shall be eligible for election. Any
director whose term of office is expiring shall be eligible

for re~election.

Any vacaney on the B oard of Directors created by the
resignation or death of any direstor, or any other causes,
shall be filled upon the passing of a Resolution by the
remaining Board of Directers appointing an active member to

serve the balance of the term of the retired director.
